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Creating Misleading Graphs

Presented by: Ms. Barnett
Subject: Workplace Math 11

Driving Question: How can misleading data be used to
influence people’s thoughts
strategies can we use to recognize and avoid being

misled?
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TEACHER DESCRIPTION: This assignment was arranged in 3 parts to
engage students in the process of collecting data, analyzing data, and using
it to make a point which wasn’'t ne
suggesting. In the first part, students picked a question and surveyed their
peers to gather enough data to create various graphs (by hand!) showing
the distribution of their survey results. The second part of the assignment
had students work through a LONG list of instructions to recreate several
different types of graphs in Microsoft Word, as well as explore the settings
and chart elements that control the look and feel of a chart. In the third part,
students were tasked with picking an opinion about their data that was not
necessarily in agreement with their results and use what they had learned
about misleading graphs to skew their graph to prove their chosen point.
Some of the ways we looked at to create a misleading graph were changing
the scale on the vertical axis, removing the scale all together, using bold
patterns and colours, making a graph 3D, and the use of whitespace or
crowding. The students created both a normal/proper graph as well as a
misleading version to demonstrate their learning.

Student Description: The misleading graph project was assigned to us by
Ms. Barnett and she wanted us to learn how to recognize what makes a graph
misleading in real life, and also how to make them ourselves. We went through a
lesson to help us understand what makes a graph misleading and how common
misleading graphs are in the daily media. While making this project | learned how
easy it is to make a misleading graph after we had reviewed what to look out for
and | realized that the general public who haven't taken lessons or know what to
look out for could be easily misled and fed misinformation that can harm their
work life and personal life. | really enjoyed the process of making the misleading
graph, which topic | could choose, tallying up peoples votes for my raw data. That
was fun, and everyone in our class pa
qguestions. We even asked people all over the school and in different classrooms
as well. 1 did not enjoy the part where we had to learn to make the different
graphs in Word since | had some issues with the tech and the instructions. It felt
tedious to make so many graphs, but when it was finally made and all the set-up
work had been finished, both the misleading graph and the original looked really
nice and professional. This is something that I'll always carry with me in my day-
to-day life as misleading graphs are everywhere.

Driving Question: How can we effectively portray history to
establish meaningful connections between individuals and
the past?
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TEACHER DESCRIPTION:

As a way of extending their learning in Social Studies 9, students were
given an opportunity to plan a visit to The Reach Museum in Abbotsford
and analyze its exhibits to discover how museums make history relevant
to our lives today. At the time of their visit, the keynote exhibit was called
Des Pardes, a look at the historical experiences of the South Asian
community in the Abbotsford area. Students were told to take pictures of
themselves at the museum with the exhibits and then prepare a brief
class presentation of their experience, including a 3-D representation of
some aspect of the museum. While at the museum, students were asked
to reflect on a number of key questions, such as, which part of the
museum’s exhibits attracted you t
way you look at life in the past, and, if you could change any part of
history, what would you do and why? Student presentations, including
their creatively made 3-D models, demonstrated a keen awareness of the
historical connections that museums bring to the there and then, and the
here and now. | will definitely offer this opportunity to future classes!

STUDENT REFLECTION: One student remarked that she could put
herself in the shoes of others while walking around the museum and
imagine how they must have felt at that time. She continued that she was
able to look at the exhibits with the perspective of today and see how
things have both stayed the same and also changed. Another student
reflected that her experience changed how she saw the past because it
allowed her to see what different cultures went through and how those
experiences affected them now. Furthermore, it changed how she looked
at the past in the sense that it gave her an opportunity to look at all sides,
in this case, the experiences of the South Asian community in Abbotsford,
and not just the ones she’'s heard

Imagine a
big in-person event with a red-carpet gala, or a more casual "bring your
family" gathering, involving many schools from Abbotsford and a voting
committee for awards.

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Teacher reflection :

This year | wanted to focus on allowing students to explore their intrinsic
interests around mental disorders and their prevalence in society. | wanted a
student-oriented approach to applying and synthesizing their knowledge from
Psychology 12 to explain why such disorders exist with respect to the
neurological and biological bases for them. | encouraged the students to
pursue their interests around brain malfunction and limitation and assess how
and why it has become so prevalent in society and how we can serve to best
managemental disorder as an aspect of the human conditon. Theywere tasked
with teaching their class; givingall students a broader knowledge of this area
and expectedto demonstrate depth of knowledge by answeringcritical thinking
guestions about their chosen disorder from their classmates.

Student reflection :

Psychology 12 this semester, we explored many subjects such as
neurotransmitters, the nervous system, the brain, stress, major psychological
disorders, and motivation. The project we felt best represented our learning
was the Major Psychological Disorder Project. Taking the format of a
presentation, it allowed us to independently explore the knowledge we gained
throughout the entire course. It contained elements of everysubject we studied
and tested our overall knowledge of all material we covered during the
semester. It required an in-depth look at the role of neurotransmitters and the
brain on the biological side, the impact of different stressors on our brain
chemistry and human behavior. We were giventhe option to choose any mental
disorder coveredin the chapter, or we could choose another that interested us
from individual research. This framework allowed us to learn about a disorder
that truly piqued our interest, and our presentations (borderline personality
disorder and ADHD) were subjects that we had a lot of fun exploring
independently. Students havingthe option to pick their own subject made it so
that they had a passion for what they were working on and were genuinely
interested in their topic. After watching all the presentations givenby our peers,
we noticed that they were far more put together and detailed than other
presentations 35 IJKk zh&ll to create.

TEACHER DESCRIPTION: The final project of Entrepreneurship 10 is an
opportunity for students to implement their learning over the duration of the
semester. The Small Business Project requires students to plan and operate a
small business. The target market, the city of Hawksville, aka Mouat
Secondary. The goal of the project is for students to put into action what they
believe they know.

Prior to operations, students develop a Business Plan. The Plan requires each
entrepreneurial group (Partnerships and Sole Proprietors) to determine their
product line, complete a cost analysis, develop a price list, and send out a
market research survey.

Student Reflection:

For my first year in high school, | chose business and marketing as my
elective.

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Teacher Reflection:

Implementing this project presented both challenges and opportunities for growth.
Many students struggled to move beyond surface-level connections between
their chosen topics and the key chemistry concepts. However, many students
who struggled in testing had an opportunity to shine. Some of the strongest test-
taking students in contrast struggled with this assignment. This indicates a need
to refine the instructional approach and provide more scaffolding for complex
thinking skills.

Moving forward, | plan to:

- Develop more detailed guidelines for each key concept

- Provide examples of high-quality connections between topics and concepts
- Incorporate mini-lessons on research techniques and critical thinking

- Offer more frequent check-ins and feedback throughout the project process
-Provide options to students in terms of unit assessment as much as possible

By continually refining the project instructions, assessment criteria, and support
structures, | aim to help students achieve deeper understanding and make more
meaningful connections in future iterations of this project. This will lead to more
success for all students.

Student Reflection:

"l decided to research the discovery of oxygen because | was curious about
whether scientists always knew about it. | wondered if it was discovered by
chance, like how Isaac Newton supposedly discovered gravity when an apple fell
on his head. This made me want to learn more about how oxygen was actually
discovered.

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Through my research, | learned that oxygen wasn't always known to scientists. It
was actually discovered in the 18th century by multiple scientists working
independently. This project helped me understand that scientific discoveries often
happen gradually and involve the work of many people. | also learned how to
connect this historical discovery to the chemistry concepts we studied in class,
like the properties of gases and chemical reactions involving oxygen.

Subject: French Immersion History 12
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Teacher Reflection:

After having studied the different war crimes with a heavy focus on Holocaust,
an everlasting mark on human history, my aim was to facilitate students'
comprehension of the correlation between past genocides and present-day
challenges. Students made connections between past genocides and
contemporary issues, including human rights violations, ethnic and religious
conflicts, and efforts to promote tolerance, diversity, and peace. They were
engaged in discussions about ethical and moral questions raised by genocides,
including issues of responsibility, accountability, justice, memory, and
reconciliation, prompting them to reflect on their own values and beliefs.
Through documentaries, personal narratives, and testimonials, they were able
to develop empathy and understanding for the experiences of those affected by
genocides, thus fostering a sense of compassion for victims and survivors.
Researching more about different genocides and their underlying causes is
crucial for enhancing s t u d eawares€ss and knowledge, for not only a better
understanding but also to help prevent future genocides. Furthermore,
collaborating with a partner, they explored four distinct sub-inquiry questions
and presented their findings in a format of their choice, allowing for
individualized approaches tailored to each p a i prefesences.

For the purposes of this summative assessment assignment, students were
presented with a driving question: How do sports injuries and/or common
health-related problems affect individuals on a physiological, psychological,
and social level?

The hope is that students take what they
have learned and apply it specifically to dealing with future injuries and the
recovery efforts needed to return to play.

Subject: Life Science 11/ Specialized Science 12
DESCRIPTION of the lesson/ unit:

This lab will explore the growth, extraction, and antimicrobial
properties of lemongrass oil. Students studies the natural history
of lemon grass and its many uses. They were provided with
plants to grow and experiment with how best to maximize growth
for oil production. Various methods of extraction were studied.
Hydrodistillation will be used as one example of how the oil can
be separated.

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TEACHER REFLECTION: The inquiry project was new this year. Students
connected with caring for and growing the plants to make enough lemongrass
oil. We met a challenge of finding grass stocks that had a callous at the end to
all ow for growth. Some stalks didn’
were able to produce enough raw material. Setting up the glassware for the
students took a whole class to assemble and go over the process and test the
equipment. Cutting up materials also lead me to think that next time we would
cut grass the week prior and let it dry out to help release the oil. Another class
is required to run and monitor the distillation temperature. A follow-up day is
needed to clean equipment and collect oil from the distillate. Overall production
of oil was low due the small amount of raw product. In the future | would like to
have students experiment to maximize production. | used the lemongrass with a
plating lab for the Life Science 11 class. In figure one are the results of the
experiment and show the oil had a minimal effect on bacterial growth compared
to the other two antibiotics. The next time students do this lab, | will focus on
ways of improving the yield and attempt to quantify the amount of oil going onto
each paper disk. This will required a micropipette.

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Incline Plane Lab: Theory to Practice

Subject: Physics 12
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Teacher Description: This was their second formal lab in physics 12. Students where
tasked with determining the coefficient of static friction and kinetic friction for 3 different
objects. | described what they needed to achieve and did a quick demo using the
apparatus that they would need to use. The students had to come up with their own
procedure. As well they students needed to figure out what data they need to collect and
how to organize that data as well as what calculations they needed. The write up of the lab
had to be clear enough that they could hand it to another student and that student would
be able to perform the lab and meet the objectives of the lab without needing to ask for any
further questions. There are always many hiccups to this lab. Students do not write a
thorough enough lab procedure, or they do not organize their data in an efficient manner or
in an easy-to-follow manner. Giving proper diagrams of the procedure was not done very
well. Organizing their data in an easy way to determine the results and if they results were
easy to compare between static and kinetic coefficients of friction was done, for the most
part, poorly. The calculations were for the most part, organized well, and calculated
correctly (the theory).
