If you speak and write Farsi, 
French, Spanish, Punjabi, 
Mandarin, Korean or Japanese 
you can apply with the Delta 
School District to write the 
Language Challenge exam (apply 
in October each year).



Indigenous Content
Between grade 10 to 12, you must 
complete at least one Indigenous 
focused course in order to graduate.
This means that you could take an 
English First Peoples 10, 11, or 12
OR
A Social Studies option:  Contemporary 
Indigenous Studies 12 or BC First 
Peoples 12
