Secondary School Apprentice Scholarship (SSA) 

To address the shortage of skilled trades people in BC, any student working summers or part-time in the trades can register to become 

a Secondary School Apprentice and earn up to 16 high school graduation credits for 480 hours of work. SSA students are eligible for a 

$1000.00 scholarship if they graduate with a C+ average in their Gr. 12 courses and report a total of 900 hours of work by December 

30th of their graduation year. See Mr. Skelton for more information. 

Online Student Transcript Service  

All students who have intentions of applying to post-secondary for Fall 2026 should complete an online Student Transcript Service. 
You need to select the institutions you are applying to and then check off that you allow the BC Ministry of Education to submit your 
interim and final grades to that institution.
