Post Secondary

This is the time to start researching options and requirements for post-secondary
institutions.

Since each post-secondary and each program has differing, specific, and often changing
requirements, it is impossible to summarize or generalize entrance requirements.

Each post secondary institution has a website that clearly outlines requirements for
students entering from high school.

It is YOUR responsibility to ensure that you have the course and mark (%) requirements
for admission. Ms. Solgaard in the Career Centre can assist you but you’ll need to do some
of the leg work on your own.

Use Education Planner BC to search and apply to all BC post-secondary institutions.




General admission requirements:
o  English 12 Requirement: One of English Studies 12 or English First Peoples 12,
(minimum 67%/C+ )
Plus 2 other academic grade 12 courses (B average )

o  Accepted courses will vary depending on the faculty that you’re applying to. Check
UFV’s website carefully for qualifying courses.
Must have completed 3 years attendance in an English secondary school in a country where
English is the predominant language

Meet the required level on various English language tests (IELTS, TOEFL, UFV Accuplacer,
etc.)




UBC considers grades in all Grade 11 and Grade 12 courses, paying special attention to courses that relate to

the degree applied to. Consider breadth and vigor of course load. Students must score a 3 or better on the

Literacy 12 assessment.

o  *New: 4 years of attendance in English speaking school required or an English language proficiency
test must be presented (IELTS, TOEFL, etc.). India is not included on UBC'’s list of English speaking
countries. There is an option to apply for a waiver if you earned 86% or above in English 12.

The Personal Profile portion of the UBC application is given considerable weight in the admissions process.
General admission requirements:

o Grade 11 requirements: program specific.

o  English Studies 12 (70% ) + five academic or non-academic grade 12 courses
Any DL courses used for academic assessment must be completed by June 30.




The SFU requirements have changed and are very specific depending on faculty. You must research and
plan carefully.
